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GOVT HOSPITALS, NURSING HOMES STILL HAVE ROOM

|CUs full at top private
hospitals as cases rise

ASTHASAXENA
NEW DELHI, SEPTEMBER1

AS DELHIwitnesses a fresh uptick
in the number of daily Covid
cases, ICUs in several top private
hospitals are once again running
full, suggesting a rise in ICU ad-
missions. There are 79 private fa-
cilities in Delhi that have ear-
marked beds and ICUs for Covid
patients, out of which 23,includ-
ing top hospitals, are running full.

Data displayed on the Delhi
government's Delhi Corona App
suggests that critical-care facili-
ties are still available largely in ei-
ther government hospitals or
smaller nursing homes. Top pri-
vate hospitals such as Max in
Saket, Indraprastha Apollo, Fortis
in Vasant Kunj and BL Kapoor
have ICU facilities with ventilator
support at maximum capacity,
with many even having a waiting
list of patients.

“From the last five-six days,
the influx of patients in ICUs has
increased. The trend has changed
over the last few days and now
we have no beds in the ICU avail-
able for Covid-19 patients... we
were even facing trouble in get-
tinganICU bed for a patient from
Agra,” said Dr DS Rana, chairman
ofboard, Sir Ganga Ram Hospital.

Even at Delhi government’s
biggest Covid facility, Lok Nayak
Hospital, the number of ICU ad-
missions have gone up. “While
we were admitting 40 patients
daily a few days ago, the number

At Ganga Ram Hospital, which has the highest number of
ICU beds for Covid patients. AbhinavSaha

has gone up to 60 as on Tuesday.
It includes admission to wards
and ICUs. Interstate mobility has
resulted inanincrease indaily ad-
missions,” said Dr Suresh Kumar,
hospital medical director.

The highest number of ICU
beds with ventilators allocated for
Covid patients are at Max
Hospital and Sir Ganga Ram, fol-
lowed by Batra Hospital, Holy
Family and Indraprastha Apollo.
About 53% of non-ventilator ICU
beds are occupied at the moment.

“There have been changes in
daily admissions but critical-care
facilities with or without ventila-
tors have been running full since
the beginning. As the condition of
the patient admitted at the hos-
pital deteriorates, we immedi-
ately shift them to the ICU.
Obviously with the change in re-
strictions, daily admissions have
gone up,” said Dr Rajesh Chawla,
senior consultant, Respiratory
and Critical Care Medicine, Apollo

Hospitals.

A total of 93 hospitals — 79
private and 14 government —are
providing care to Covid patients.
Out of this, 49 ventilator beds in
29 facilities are vacant. Overall,
thereare 1,216 ICU beds with ven-
tilator support, out of which 486
are occupied and 730 are vacant.

While top private hospitals are
running full, facilities in most gov-
ernment hospitals are still avail-
able. At RML, however, there are
14 ventilator beds in the ICU, of
which 13 are occupied. “The drop
inthe number of patients was ob-
served only in Covid wards but
ICUs have mostly been running
full. However, mortality rate has
dropped over the last few weeks.
Patients admitted to ICUs include
those whoare being referred from
other hospitals at a critical stage,
and those who are being shifted
from the hospital’s ward,” said Dr
Ranvinder Kaur, head of the
Covid-191CU at RML hospital.

Set up testing centres at all
ISBT's: Delhi govt to districts

NEW DELHI, SEPTEMBER1

TAKING NOTE of the Delhi High
Court's suggestions to re-strate-
giseits policy for testing Covid-19
patients, the Delhi government
has directed districts to set up
testing centres at inter-state bus
terminals, including at Anand
Vihar, Kashmere Gate and Sarai
Kale Khan, and at railway stations
across the capital. However, ade-
cision onmandatory testing of all
passengers is yet to be taken.

"We have been asked to set up
testing centres atall bus terminals
and railway stations at the earli-
est. These will offer RT-PCR and
rapid antigen tests. However,
there has been no clarity on
whether all passengers entering
the city will have to undergo
mandatory testing for Covid-19,"
said a senior district official.

OnTuesday, the city reported
2,312 Covid cases and 18 deaths
in the last 24 hours. The total
number of infections due to the
virus rose to 1,77,060 while the
deathroll reached 4,462. The cap-
ital conducted around 24,198
tests in the last 24 hours - 7,198
RT-PCRand 17,000 rapid antigen.

Therise in RT-PCR tests comes
a day after the Delhi High Court
pointed torising cases in the cap-
ital,and asked the government to
devise a new strategy to accom-
modate asymptomatic patients
aswell.

The National Centre for
Disease Control (NCDC), which
conducted the first sero survey in
Delhi, inits final report stated that
asymptomatic patients can pose
a huge challenge in effective dis-

"The IgG positivity in patients
experiencing influenza-like ill-
ness (ILI) symptoms vs patients
not experiencing any ILI symp-
toms conforms with scientific ev-
idence that a significant propor-
tion of the population remains
asymptomatic which may serve
as silent spreader of the disease
and pose a greater challenge for
the health system to stop virus
transmission,” the NCDC sug-
gested in the concluding serolog-
ical survey report.

Director General of Health
Services, Delhi government, Dr
Nutan Mundeja said the govern-

mentwill re-strategise its testing
plan not only through RAT but
also through RT-PCR.

According to sources, the
guidelines will also make it clear
if a prescription from a private
doctor will be mandatory/op-
tional to undergo the RT-PCR test.
Atpresent, no private labis autho-
rised to testany patient withouta
prescription. States like Punjab
and Maharashtra have already
tweaked testing guidelines for
Covid patients.

Meanwhile, the third sero sur-
vey kicked offin Delhi on Tuesday,
with 17,000 people to be tested in
the first week of the month. Delhi
Health Minister Satyendar Jain
said the exercise will be carried
out at a micro level: "This time,
we will be doing it ward-wise, so
all 272 municipal wards will be
covered, plus two Assembly ar-
eas. Sampling will be done for a
week. After that, results should
comein 7-10days."

(Gurgaon sees over
190 cases — highest
in two months

GURGAON RECORDED its high-
est number of daily Covid cases
in over two months, with 196
people testing positive on
Tuesday. Daily cases also crossed
the 150-mark for the first time in
one-and-a-half months.

As per health bulletins
shared by the district health de-
partment, the district last saw
more than 190 cases in a day on
June 16, when 205 cases were
recorded, and over 150 daily
casesonJuly 19, when 154 cases
were recorded.

The development comes
amid repeated warnings to resi-
dents from officials to follow
norms and refrain from going out
unless absolutely necessary. On
August 21, the district recorded
over 100 fresh cases for the first
time in 22 days. Since then, in the
last one week between August 25
and 31, over 100 people have
tested positive ina day.

“The main reason for cases
increasing is that people have
now stopped following Covid
protocol. Where earlier people
would wash their hands as soon
as they returned from outside,
maintain social distancing, and
use masks, fewer people are fol-
lowing these norms now," said

CMO Dr Virender Yadav.

"Asurgeisbeing seenin cases
across the country and, in such a
situation, people need to main-
tainmore precautions. The health
department can test, isolate, treat,
or quarantine people, but people
themselves will have to realise
the seriousness of the situation
and follow guidelines,” he said.

With cases seeing a surge
once again, the CMO Tuesday di-
rected private hospitals to "con-
sider” increasing the number of
Covid beds from 25% to 30%. Ata
meeting with representatives of
private hospitals, he said, "At the
moment, there are 1,000 beds
available for Covid patientsin the
district. If required, these can be
further increased.”

Gurgaon has seen 12,113
cases so far, of which 10,932 peo-
ple have recovered and 133 have
died from the infection.
