THE LICENSING PROVISIONS
for over-the-top (OTT) service
providers in the draft telecom
Bill will present an existential
threat to the startup ecosys-
tem in the country, according
to the Internet & Mobile Asso-
ciation of India (IAMAI).

The industry association,
which represents startups and
other technology companies,
said regulation of OTTs will
createan entrybarrier forstar-
tupsin the sector. Further, pro-
posal for a revenue-sharing
mechanismbetween OTTsand
telcos would also leave the
startup ecosystem vulnerable
to compliance costs evenwhen
they may be pre-revenue,
TIAMAI said.

“Not only would this mean
that aspiring Indian startups
which are still evolving and
developing their business and
monetisation models will risk
massive compliance costs in
their infancy, but also would

mean that foreign investors
bullish on Indian startups may
experience a chilling effect
owing to the drastic policy
uncertainty,” [AMAI said in a
letter to the department of
telecommunications.
According to the associa-
tion, the recently concluded
consultation on the draft
telecom Bill betrays either a
